3- Through intellectual disecussion develop general knowledge, self intellect
and confidence.

4- To develop the art of adjustment sharing with other 50 campers of various
cultural background.

5- To understand the importance of disciplined life.

6- Through cultural programmes get exposure & recognize self skill & talent,
also polish them.

7- Through voluntary donation of lak develop a feeling of respect for labours.

Due to COVID-19 and following govt. instructions this
camp was held in march.

Inaugration :- A special seven-day camp was inaugurated at Gram
Panchayat Bhavan Basti under the chief hospitality of Shri Surendra Singh
Sarpanch and Shri Jagat Prasad Social Worker.

In all 43 girls, 2 professors & 5 villagers completed the
quorum of 50 & they continued their stay till the end.

First of all 5 groups of volunteers were formed. They were named after
the rivers of Chhattisgarh as Maniyari River Group, Shabri River Group,
Renuka River Group, Shivnath River Group and Hasdeo River Group
respectively. Every day in the evening in the camp, the action plan for the next
day was told so that the volunteers could do their preparation on the same basis.
It was ensured to follow the camp routine by dividing the works like food,
to different parties.

Yoga, P.T., Parade — Every Moming girls are required to do Yoga, P.T. &
parade in the camp ground. The camps are normally arranged in school hostels
which are equipped with play grounds, wash rooms & kitchens. Through yoga
& P.T.they remain fit & energetic whole day. Along with this girls are total
about the works achived & contribution done by their name leader who had
been great workers of their time.This helps them to know about them and also
gain general knowledge.

L.abour donation & field work — Under labour donation scheme, the
camp surrounding was cleaned of garbage. 3 hand pumps located in the area
were throughly cleaned of garbageslush &dirty ,polluted water & thereby
villagers were instructed to be clean & hygienic. Along with cleanliness the use
of toilets, awareness of COVID-19 to keep environment free of pollution,
follow the govt. scheme of narva, garva, ghurvabaari (genced enclosure) &
keep away form drugs & alcohal, importance of education based questionnaires
was prepared & girls visited 53 houses & conducted an awareness survey in 53
huts.
